As soon as Japan entered the war, Subhas
Chandra Bose received a call from Rash Behari
Bose, the veteran revolutionary who had settled
down in Japan and had organised the Indians in
South-East Asia to work for India's freedom, under
the Indian Independence League. Subhas left
Germany in a German U-boat for Madagascar,

where he was transferred to a Japanese submarine.
He arrived in Tokyo, met General Tojo, the Japanese
Prime Minister, and persuaded him to issue a decla-
ration promising full Independence to India in case
Japan defeated Britain. Reaching Singapore, he
took over the leadership of the Indian Independence
movement and set up a provisional Government of
Free India which was recognised immediately by
Japan, Germany, Italy, Burma, Thailand, Nationalist
China and the Philippines.

Thus began the most glorious chapter in the
life of Subhas Chandra Bose. He displayed tremen-
dous energy and organisational skill in recruiting,
training and financing the Indian National Army. The
Indian soldiers and civilians in South-East Asia at
once declared their allegiance to him and began to
call him 'Netaji'. He gave them the inspiring call of
‘Jai Hind' and 'Dilli Chalo'.

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Fake policemen dupe jeweller of Rs. 50 lakh

In yet another case pertaining to the demonetisa-
tion of Rs.500 and Rs.1,000 notes, two psuedo-
cops took away Rs.50 lakhs from a city-based jew-
eller who was trying to exchange the cash in lieu of
the newly printed currency notes. The incident took
place at Attapur under the Rajendranagar police
station limits on Tuesday evening.

Dinesh, the jeweller, had gone along with his
friend Deepak to Attapur, as they reportedly learnt
that some people were exchanging the demone-
tised currency notes for the newly printed high-
denomination ones. "They got the information from
people they knew. And they went to Attapur from
Secunderabad," said Padmaja, Deputy
Commissioner of Police, Shamshabad division.

After they set-off in a car with the cash to meet the

third party, Dinesh and Deepak stopped at a place
only to become pensive on seeing police presence
everywhere at Rajendranagar. Scared, they then
went to another spot and finally met the third party.
However, the currency exchange with the new
notes could not happen and was reportedly
rescheduled.

"When they stopped in a lane at Rajendranagar,
two bike-borne persons claiming to be police per-
sonnel stopped and questioned them. They saw the
bag full of money and told Dinesh and Deepak that
it had to be verified and took it away,” Ms. Padmaja
told The Hindu . After realising that he had been
conned, Dinesh approached the Rajendranagar
police and lodged a complaint.

12 killed in Lanka clashes

Colombo, May 1 (PTI) At least six rebels and an equal number of security personnel were killed in fierce
clashes in the embattled northern Sri Lanka, officials said today.

Two LTTE cadres were gunned down and 14 others injured when troops launched an attack to capture
rebel bunkers in North Janakapura area yesterday, the Media Centre for National Security (MCNS) said. Two
soldiers were also killed in the gunbattle, it said. A Tiger militant was killed at Vallipale area in Vavuniy yes-
terday while two soldiers also lost their lives when their tractor was hit by a mine in Panichchankulam in the
region, officials said.Separately, two police officers of the Special Special Task Force (STF) at Kebithigollewa
in North-central Sri Lanka were killed in a claymore mine explosion this morning, the Defence Ministry said.
Two LTTE cadres were also killed in the incident, it said. At least one tiger militant was killed in a clash with
security forces in Muhamale in Jaffna peninsula yesterday, it said.
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Sacking judges an act of tyranny, says Nawaz
Dubai, May 1 (PTI) Pakistan's ruling coalition partners PPP and PML-N today made some progress in talks
here to clinch a deal for reinstating deposed judges, as former premier Nawaz Sharif described their removal
by President Pervez Musharraf as "an act of tyranny".

With the 30-day deadline for restoring the judges expiring yesterday, senior leaders of the two parties,
including Sharif and PPP co-chairman Asif Ali Zardari, are trying hard to sort out their differences on modal-
ities. Some progress was made during the talks, but there were unresolved issues, Sharif said adding, he
expects the negotiations to conclude today. The PML-N is insisting on restoration of judges by an executive
order whereas the PPP is in favour of a constitutional package. "The restoration of judges should not be
linked to any bill or any constitutional package," Sharif told reporters.

Tendulkar's fitness to be assessed on May 4

Mumbai, May 1 (PTI) The struggling Mumbai Indians team have decided to wait till the day of their next
Indian Premier League (IPL) match, against Delhi Daredevils on Sunday, to see whether captain Sachin
Tendulkar is fit to play or not. "Sachin had net practice today. There are still two more days to go for the
match. We will take a call on his fithess on May 4. Today he batted all right. Hopefully he gets all right before
the next match," said team coach Lalchand Rajput after a practice session at the MCA's Bandra-Kurla com-
plex. The champion batsman, who turned 35 on April 24, aggravated a groin injury that he sustained during
the tri-series Down Under when turning out for India against South Africa in the first Test at Chennai in March
and has not played for more than a month.
