Bose, the veteran revolutionary who had settled
down in Japan and had organised the Indians in
South-East Asia to work for India's freedom, under
the Indian Independence League.

A dazzling array of diamonds, massive ornate
replicas of elephants befitting grand Dasara cele-
brations and rows of luxury cars decorated with the
priciest of orchids waiting outside the main hall.

50-item menu, while the VIPs had a more lavish
spread of 100 items, a member of the gourmet team
said.

The day witnessed a steady stream of VIPs
among the 50,000 guests at the event - political
leaders from the BJP and Congress included.

The opulent wedding has invited sharp criticism.
The guests witnessed the ceremony on giant
screens in the large hall. The first few rows of seats
(leather couches, unlike the chairs for the rest of the
crowd) close to the stage were barricaded and
reserved for 'VIPS.'

When big names from politics and the film indus-
try arrived, they drew whistles from the visitors.

Kidambi Srikanth wins French Open Super Series

India’s Kidambi Srikanth’s dream season continued as he brushed aside the challenge of Japan’s Kenta
Nishimoto in straight games to win the French Open Super Series men'’s singles title, in Paris on Sunday.
Having already completed a hat-trick of Super Series titles, Srikanth won his fourth title of the season.
Srikanth, seeded eight in the tournament, took just 34 minutes to get the better of his Japanese opponent
21-14 21-13 in the summit clash. The win ensured Srikanth, who played his fifth Super Series final this
season, bag his second consecutive title in two weeks after winning the Denmark Open in Odense last
week. Srikanth, thus, became only fourth men’s singles player to win four or more Super Series titles in a
calendar year. Going by Srikanth’s current form, it was expected to be a one-sided summit clash and it
turned out to be one, except for the first few points of the opening game which was a neck-and-neck fight
between the two shuttlers.
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Lit fest sees largest turnout to date

Fiction is rarely devoid of reality; the stories novelists tell us are often a reflection of, or a reaction to the socie-
ty we live in. This was echoed in the sixth edition of the Bangalore Literature Festival that culminated on
Sunday. The two-day event, which saw its largest turnout to date — at least 20,000 people in attendance —
did not shy away from the issues that Bengaluru and the nation at large are grappling with.

Uneasiness over Aadhaar, the rise of Hindutva, the unchecked menace of trolling; patriotism vs jingoism — the
festival offered a platform for people to argue their side of the story.

And unlike previous years, where sessions were marked by hecklers who refused to listen, this time around
even the most contentious issues were debated and discussed in a democratic manner.

So when one panelist at the concluding session, ‘Nationalism, populism, and the threat to the global liberal
order’ argued that nationalism is not inborn, but has to inculcated, another quipped that perhaps two drops of
nationalism could be administered along with polio drops.

TDP faces threat of more defections in Telangana

The Telugu Desam Party Telangana State unit appears to be facing the threat of large-scale defections by the
party’s second rung leaders across the State following the resignation of working president and legislature
party leader A. Revanth Reddy from the primary membership of the party.

The TDP-TS, which witnessed migration of 12 of the 15 MLAs in the past three years, is in yet another political
crisis with several leaders firming up their decision to desert the party after the exit of Mr. Revanth Reddy.

Party senior leader and former MLA Vem Narender Reddy also left the party along with Mr. Revanth.

The party leadership is said to be in receipt of resignation letters from some of the State executive members
from Karimnagar, Nizamabad and Nalgonda and more are said to be in the offing.

Several of these leaders are said to be in favour of following Mr. Revanth Reddy, who is said to be joining the
Congress on October 31. Prominent among them are two senior leaders from Nalgonda, close associates of
Mr. Revanth, who are likely to attend the meeting convened by the latter on Monday.

Congress backing separatist voices in Kashmir, says PM

Prime Minister Narendra Modi on Sunday accused the Congress of supporting separatist voices in Jammu and
Kashmir, and called it an “insult” to the bravery and sacrifice of soldiers in the Valley. Speaking at a meeting of
BJP workers after landing at the HAL Airport in Bengaluru, the Prime Minister asked: “Why are Congress lead-
ers lending their voice to those who wantazaadiin Kashmir? This is an insult to our brave soldiers.”

Accusing the Congress of taking a “shameless U-turn” and backing “Kashmiriazaadi,” Mr. Modi alleged the
party was politicising the sacrifice of soldiers.

“Yesterday's [Saturday’s] statement of a Congress leader on Kashmir clearly shows how the party feels on sur-
gical strikes and the bravery of our Army,” Mr. Modi said, making it clear that his remarks were a response to
former Home Minister P. Chidambaram’s comments supporting greater autonomy for Jammu and Kashmir.

Mr. Chidambaram, speaking in Rajkot, Gujarat, on Saturday, had said: “The demand in Kashmir Valley is to
respect the letter and spirit of Article 370, that means they want greater autonomy. My interactions in J&K led
me to the conclusion that when they ask forazaadi, mostly, | am not saying all... the overwhelming majority,
they want autonomy.”
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
